AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA
AND
FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION
FOR
REGIONAL SEDIMENT MANAGEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, entered into this 2% day, oneCe"%OOO, by and
between the United States of America (hereinafter called the "Government"),
represented by the District Engineer executing this Agreement, and the Florida
Department of Environmental Protection (hereinafter called the "Sponsor").

WITNESSETH, that

WHEREAS, Section 22 of the Water Resources Development Act of 1974
(Public Law 93-251) as amended authorizes the Secretary of the Army, acting through
the Chief of Engineers, to assist the states in the preparation of comprehensive plans
for the development, utilization and conservation of water and related land resources;
and whereas, Section 319 of the Water Resources Act of 1990 (Public Law 101-640)
authorizes the Secretary to collect from non-Federal entities fees for the purpose of
recovering fifty percent of the cost of the program,;

WHEREAS, the Sponsor identified the need for Regional Sediment Management
as described in the Scope of Work incorporated into this agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Sponsor has the authority and capability to furnish the
cooperation hereinafter set forth and are willing to participate in a study with cost-
sharing and financing in accordance with the terms of this agreement; and

NOW THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

1. The Government, using funds contributed by the Sponsor and appropriated
by the Congress, shall expeditiously prosecute and complete the Work, currently
estimated to be completed in ten (10) months from the date of this Agreement,
substantially in compliance with the Scope of Work attached as Appendix A and in
conformity with applicable Federal laws and reguilation and mutually acceptable
standards of engineering practice.

2. The Government shall contribute in cash, fifty (50) percent and the Sponsor
shall contribute in cash, fifty (50) percent of the study costs, the total cost of which is
currently estimated to be $50,000 as specified in the cost estimate attached as
Table A-1. The sponsor agrees to provide a check in the amount of $25,000 which
shall be made payable to the Finance and Accounting Officer, USAED, Jacksonville
District.



3. No Federal funds may be used to meet the local Sponsor's share of study
costs under this Agreement unless the expenditure of such funds is expressily
authorized by statute as verified by the granting agency.

4. Before any Party to this Agreement may bring suit in any court concerning
any issues relating to this Agreement, such Party must first seek in good faith to
resolve the issue through negotiation or other form of nonbinding alternate dispute
resolution mutually acceptable to the Parties.

5. This Agreement shall terminate at the completion of the Work Period,;
provided, that prior to such time and upon thirty days written notice, any party may
terminate or suspend this Agreement without penalty.

6. Within ninety days upon termination of this Agreement, the Government shall
prepare a final accounting of the Study Costs, which shall display disbursements by the
Government of Federal funds and cash contributions by the Government of Federal
funds and cash contributions by the Sponsor. Subject to the availability of funds, within
thirty days after the final accounting, the Government shall reimburse the Sponsor for
excess non-Federal cash contributions that exceed the Sponsor's required share of the
total study costs. Subject to the Sponsor's approval, within thirty days after the final
accounting, the Sponsor shall provide the Government any cash contributions required
to meet the Sponsor's required share of the total study costs.

7. In the event that any one or more of the provisions of this Agreement is found
to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable, by a court of competent jurisdiction, the validity
of the remaining provisions shall not in any way be affected or impaired and shall
continue in effect until the Agreement is completed.

8. This Agreement shall become effective upon the signature of all parties.
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
